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The Toronto and Region Conservation Authority (TRCA) continues to work towards ensuring
healthy rivers and shorelines, greenspace and biodiversity, and sustainable communities. One
key step in this process is the design and implementation of shoreline stabilization projects along
the Toronto waterfront. These projects serve to remediate erosion prone zones, and to rehabilitate
and enhance key natural areas and community focal points. Several decades of important water­
front work has been carried out by the TRCA in partnership with the waterfront communities to
protect and preserve the waterfront for present and future generations.

This pamphlet highlights TRCA's current shoreline stabilization projects along the Lake Ontario
waterfront including Guildwood Parkway, Guild Inn and Meadowcliffe Drive.
